Intensive week assignment
You will be planning and delivering 4 lessons in a row to a single class in close work with your cooperating teacher. You may negotiate how many of the lessons you will teach and how many the cooperating teacher will teach if there is a problem. You, however, will be responsible for writing up the plan and gathering any materials that your “team” sees as necessary. 
· Plan 4 lessons that thematically hang together. You should be presenting material that the students do not know. In other words, your plan cannot simply be a review of previous material. The flow from lesson to lesson should be centered on a topic and make sense as a progression. You may, of course, use the textbook the class is using!
· Each lesson must have at least one to three clear objectives. 

· Each lesson plan must use the following form:

· All texts/handouts etc. must also be submitted with the assignment.

· Each lesson plan must be followed by a reflection which covers the following:

· What went well during the lesson?

· What went poorly during the lesson?

· What was a surprise for you during the lesson?

· What changes would you make to this lesson?

· After a period of one week, revisit each reflection and reflect ON WHAT YOU HAVE WRITTEN 
· Before submitting the assignment, write one more reflection about the process including:

· How this process differed from planning a single weekly lesson – how did you plan differently? Was it easier or harder?

· What did you learn about your students from seeing them in this more intensive and continuous manner?

· What did you learn about yourself as a teacher by this week of more intense teaching?
