2. Students will recognize different approaches to language teaching will be able to analyze activities on the basis of the following approaches:
a. Grammar Translation 

b. Audio -Lingual

c. Communicative

3. Students will be able to list the elements of an effective presentation and be able to identify and analyze these elements both as observers and teachers.
4. Students will be able to analyze instructions and methods of giving instructions and be able to create an effective plan for them.
5. Students will be able to define the elements of good practice activities and be able to create them and put them in their correct sequence and progression.

6. Students will be able to identify and create appropriate reading exercises for the practice of both phonetic and global reading.

7. Students will be able to list four indicators of reading readiness and list at least 3 factors leading to problems in comprehension.
8. Students will be able to define at least 6 subskills of reading.

9. Students will be able to analyze a reading passage and state its essence, including issues of genre and text type.

10. Students will be able to analyze a reading passage and state which subskills of reading it “lends itself” to.

11. Students will be able to create a plan for the reading of a passage including an introduction, a method of reading and a check for comprehension and/or meaningful lead-out.

12. Students will be able to define the terms: intensive, semi extensive and extensive reading.

13. Students will be able to state at least three benefits of an extensive reading program.

1.  Students will be able to define heterogeneity in at least 7 different ways.
